SAT 

APR 6 

Your pilgrimage begins as you depart the United States on your international flight which will be out of 

Washington DC. Madelon will lead a tour of The Museum of the Bible Saturday for all who would like to 

arrive in DC on Friday night (April 5). The travel agency will book a hotel (not included in the tour cost) and  

Madelon will take everyone to  the museum 2 -5 pm. You can store your luggage at the hotel and retrieve it 

before going to the airport for your international flight.  

SUN 

APR 7 

You will be welcomed by our representative and taken to our hotel in the Tel Aviv area. There you will have 

dinner and overnight.  

MON  

APR 8 

Youõll begin your day with a drive along the coast of the Mediterranean Sea to Caesarea Martima . There 

youõll see the Roman ruins of the great Theater and Aqueduct, as well as the Crusader city later built on this 

site. This is the place where Paul left for his final missionary journey. Youõll continue to Mt. Carmel where 

Elijah confronted the prophets of Baal. Next youõll travel to Megiddo , also known as Armageddon . This is the 

place where Christians believe the final great battle of the world will be fought. Youõll travel to Nazareth  

where the angel appeared to Mary to announce the Saviorõs birth. This is also the place where Jesus spent 

his childhood years. From there youõll drive through Cana  where Jesus performed his first miracle as you 

proceed to Tiberias for dinner and overnight.  

TUES 

APR 9 

Today youõll begin with a drive to Caesarea Phillipi at the foot of Mount Hermon , the ancient Roman city 

where Peter first confessed Jesus as the Son of the living God. Youõll continue your tour with a visit to the hills 

above the Sea where we find the Mount of Beatitudes . It was here that Jesus gave us the Beatitudes from 

the Sermon on the Mount. From there youõll go to Capernaum , the area where Jesus spent most of his 

ministry. Youõll travel on to Tabgha, the site of the multiplication of the loaves and fishes where youõll stop 

for some inspirational remarks. Youõll finish your day with a Boat Ride on the Sea of Galilee where youõll stop 

for a devotional service. Youõll then dock at Kibbutz Ginosar and visit the ancient boat from the time of 

Jesus before returning to your hotel for dinner and overnight.  

WED 

APR 10 

Today youõll begin your day with a visit to the Jordan River where you will have a time of baptism before  

continuing to Beit Sheõan. Youõll visit the Roman ruins of this ancient Decapolis  city which was continuously 

inhabited for 5000 years. Youõll continue to Zippori , not far from Nazareth and a center of learning during 

the time of Jesus. Youõll see the beautiful mosaics and get a feel for the area where Jesus grew up. From 

there you will go to Magdala , the birthplace of Mary Magdalene. Here you will see the ruins of a 

synagogue from the time of Jesus with a large stone carved with symbols of the Temple of Jerusalem. This is 

currently the oldest carved image of a menorah found in a public place. Youõll end your day with a visit to 

Peterõs Primacy, a beautiful garden on the shores of the Sea of Galilee with a chapel commemorating the 

morning meal that Jesus prepared for the disciples after the resurrection. After your visit there youõll return 

to your hotel for dinner and overnight.  

THURS 

APR 11 

This morning you will have a leisurely morning and then depart the Galilee area, traveling along the Jordan 

Valley on your way to Qumran where the Dead Sea Scrolls were discovered. Youõll have lunch and some 

time for shopping. Youõll finish your day with a drive through the Judean Wilderness on your way to 

Jerusalem where youõll check into your hotel for dinner and overnight. 

FRI 

APR 12 

Todayõs tour begins at the Mount of Olives where weõll see a breathtaking Panoramic View of the Old City 

of Jerusalem . Youõll view the Temple Mount with the Dome of the Rock Mosque at the center of the picture, 

as well as other sites of interest in and near the Old City. Youõll walk a part of the Palm Sunday Road to the 

Garden of Gethsemane where Jesus went with the disciples on the final night before his crucifixion. There 

youõll visit the Church of All Nations and the garden with its ancient olive trees. Next youõll go to Mount Zion 

where youõll see the Upper Room and King Davidõs Tomb. From there youõll go to the House of Caiaphas 

where Jesus was imprisoned for a night. After dinner you will go to the Sound and Light Show at the Tower 

of David in the Old City and return to your hotel for overnight.
